The RA will assist the Principal Investigator (PI) to conduct research for the project 
entitled “Chineseness on Web3: Collaboration between Hong Kong and mainland 
China in transforming Chinese culture in the digital age (URG/24/16)” which has been 
funded by the Hong Kong Shue Yan University’s University Research Fund.  
 
The appointee will be responsible for the following tasks:  
 
a. Planning and conducting individual interviews; 
b. Conducting digital artefact analysis;   
c. Providing support in the literature review, data management, and data analysis;  
d. Liaising with different parties for data collection; and  
e. Performing any other administrative duties as assigned by the PI to support the 

operation of the research project.

i. A Bachelor’s degree (or above) in Sociology/Anthropology or a related field; 
ii. Strong background in qualitative research methods (such as participant 

observation, semi-structured interview, visual analysis and others); 
iii. Good interpersonal and communication skills (proficiency in Cantonese & 

Mandarin and Good written skills in English and Chinese); 
iv. Ability to work independently and collaboratively 
v. Willing to travel to mainland China, mainly the Greater Bay Area, to collect

The appointment will be made on the basis of a one-year contract, with a possibility 
of renewal, subject to mutual agreement and funding availability. The remuneration 
package will be commensurate with qualifications and experience.
